RCW 84.33.116  Forest land valuation--Grading forest land--Notice to owners of grades--Petition for correction of grade--Appeal.  (1) On or before May 31, 1982, and on or before May 31 next succeeding the certification of forest land grades with respect to land determined to be forest land after 1980, the assessor shall mail a notice to each owner of forest land stating the number of acres of each grade of forest land included in any tax parcel to which the notice applies.  Any such notice mailed prior to 1982 shall plainly advise the forest land owner that the grades established for his forest land will not be used as a basis for assessment of such forest land until the assessment year 1982 for taxes payable in 1983.

(2) In addition to any other remedies provided by law, any owner who feels aggrieved by the forest land grade determined for any forest land owned by him may petition the county board of equalization for correction of such grade.  The department of revenue shall appear before the board and defend the determination of such grade.  The board shall have jurisdiction to review such petition and may grant or deny the relief requested.  The decision of the board may be appealed to the board of tax appeals under RCW 84.08.130.
