RCW 84.56.120  Removal of property from county or state after assessment without paying tax.  After personal property has been assessed, it shall be unlawful for any person to remove the same from the county in which the property was assessed and from the state until taxes and interest are paid, or until notice has been given to the county treasurer describing the property to be removed and in case of public sales of personal property, a list of the property desired to be sold shall be sent to the treasurer, and no property shall be sold at such sale until the tax has been paid, the tax to be computed upon the consolidated tax levy for the previous year.
